EE 402 : Introduction to Wireless Networks

The course surveys the various types of wireless communications, the protocols involved and the design issues
that nature and engineering impose upon the telecommunications engineer. Specifically, the course covers
wireless network architectures including cellular networks, local area networks, multi-hop wireless networks such
as ad hoc networks, mesh networks, and sensor networks; capacity of wireless networks; medium access control,
routing protocols, and transport protocols for wireless networks; mechanisms to improve performance and
security in wireless networks; energy-efficient protocols for sensor networks.
