EE 408 : Communication Electronics

This course is designed for senior-level undergraduate students in Electrical Engineering. It builds upon perquisite
courses on signal and systems, communications, control systems, and electronics to further enhance the
understanding of communication circuits operation and physical implementation. The course focuses on the field
of communication electronics at levels from block diagram to circuit analysis for physical implementation. It aims
to cover topics as radio frequency amplifiers, oscillators, signal spectra, noise, modulation and AM systems,
transmitter and receiver circuits, sideband systems, frequency and phase modulation, phase-locked loops, and
pulse and digital modulation.
